This year has also highlighted an increasing demand for our services. Our League program
saw a remarkable 65% rise in participants, emphasizing the urgent need for expanded adult
services and opportunities. Additionally, our Pantry Program distributed 1,483 hampers to
individuals facing food insecurity, reflecting another area of growing demand that we are
committed to addressing.

As we enter the final year of our strategic plan, we are focused on building on our successes
and ensuring the sustainability of our services. The ongoing increase in demand presents
both challenges and opportunities, motivating us to continually adapt and innovate. This
pivotal year will be crucial in consolidating our achievements, refining our strategies, and
preparing for future growth. We are committed to ensuring that our programs meet the
evolving needs of our community while laying a strong foundation for continued support,
inclusivity, and equity.

We extend our heartfelt thanks to our Board of Directors for their invaluable guidance, and to
our exceptional staff for their continued dedication.
